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South-South Cooperation in Population and Development

Report of activities undertaken by NIHFW
1. Organization of National Workshop:

A National Workshop on “National Support for South-South Cooperation in Population and Development” was organized on December 11, 2008 in collaboration with PPD, Dhaka, Bangladesh and Ministry of Health and Family Welfare. The constitution of the Task force for South-South Cooperation was formulated and it was decided that NIHFW would serve as Secretary. The report of this workshop has been submitted to the Secretariat of PPD, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India. 

2. Sharing/ Dissemination of information:

a. The CD of the Brochure of PPD entitled, ‘Capacity Building in the context of achieving ICPD goals and MDGs’ was distributed to all the participants during the National Workshop.

b. The Report of the National Workshop “National Support for South-South Cooperation in Population and Development” held on 11 December, 2008 is being sent to all the delegates who attended the National Workshop.

c. The Report of the training programme on “Gender, Health and Development” held from 22-26 September 2008, NIHFW with adaptations from the generic module, “Increasing human capacity to address gender equity in development” sent to PPD partner institutions.

3. Constitution and Meeting of the Task Force of Fifteen (15) Members from Ministries of Health, Women & Child Development, Medical and Nursing Colleges, UN Agencies, Development Partners was held on 31st August, 2009 in Collaboration with MOHFW, PPD and NIHFW for South-South Cooperation in India.

4. Training Programme on “Increasing human capacity to address gender equity in development”:
The training programme on “Gender, Health and Development” with adaptations from the Generic Module on “Increasing human capacity to address gender equity in development” was organized at NIHFW from 24-26 September 2008. A copy of the report has been sent to PPD and collaborating institutions. 

The planning for the next training programme scheduled from 7-11 September 2009 is under process.
5. Fellowship: 
Dr Lam Piang availed of the fellowship of one year under PPD and attended the Training course on “General Diploma on Demography” at Institute of National Planning, El-Hadaba, Elaya, Egypt.

6. Workshop of the Asian Region Network of PPD:
A Two days workshop of the Asian Region Network of the Partner Institutions of South-South Cooperation, PPD was organized in Collaboration with Partners in Population and Development (PPD), Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India & National Institute of Health and Family Welfare (NIHFW), New Delhi, India on 23-24 September, 2009 at NIHFW.

Nine (9) members from Indonesia, China, Thailand, Bangladesh, Ghana and India participated in the two days workshop. Members of the National Task Force (NTF), India, PPD also participated in the workshop along with many senior officers from the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, GoI. Faculty, Research officers, consultants and Post Graduate students of various courses also attended the inaugural ceremony.

The Objectives of the Workshop were to:
To initiate integration of PPD generic Modules (GM) into the existing training programmes of PIs.

1)
To initiate advocacy measures for policy makers and other key officers for adapting & implementation of generic modules.

2) To strengthen the Asian region network of partner institutions.

3) To identify priority needs and successful approaches for capacity development in population, gender & reproductive health (RH).

4) To initiate research & training projects through joint project among several Institutions.

Recommendations of the Workshop:
The following recommendations were suggested by the partner Institutions over the two-day deliberations related to integration of generic modules into their Plan of Action:

· There is a need to adapt the modules in accordance with  the gaps or deficiencies which each institution or country has identified.

· There should be some laid down criteria for institutions to assess themselves to belong to the network;

· There is need for institutional assessment to see at what levels the integration is done and the capacity of the institutions for implementing the modules i.e., in the form of a matrix;

Recommendations for: Resource Mobilization: The idea of a National Task Force ought to be pursued more seriously in order to be able to convince more funding agencies to support the GM idea with increased funding. Some guidelines for the NTF should be given for resource sharing, mobilization. The resource mobilization should be considered with respect to the three Ms which are human resources (i.e., man), monetary resources and management resources.
· There is a need to generate material or academic resource on the GMs. Efforts should be made to compile material and/or academic resource to distribute to PIs.

· This can be shared on the web and other means, like CDs, Blogs. The books/materials on ICPD goals and MDGs should be made available. Books written by Dr S.L.N Rao & Dr Jyoti Singh would be made available.

· Other sectors like NGOs, international organizations should be brought on board for discussions for the way forward in resource mobilization.
· Avenues for fellowships to be given by the Government should be capitalized by the partner institutions. 
7. Meeting of the Inter-cluster lead partner institutions of PPD
A meeting of the three Lead Institutions of Partners in Population and Development (PPD) namely Centre for African Family Studies (CAFS), Kenya for Anglophone Africa; Institut National D’Administration Sanitaire (INAS), Morocco for Francophone Africa and National Institute of Health and Family Welfare, India was held on 25th September, 2009 at National Institute of Health and Family Welfare, India. 
Objective of the meeting 

The objective of the meeting was to identify the efforts within their respective regions for networking among PIs and for institutionalization of generic modules.

8. Way forward
NIHFW plans to undertake the following activities in the forthcoming year:
I. Initiate a joint research project through consortium of partner institutions of the Asian Region 

II. Initiate Post Graduate Diploma in Public Health Management (PGDPHM) for ten (10) fellows of the partner institutions of PPD.  

III. Initiate faculty exchange programme for the capacity building of faculty of the partner institutions. 
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
